Welcome to Jazz Band!  First and foremost you need to realize that I have very high expectations of everyone in this group.  This is a class that requires you to put forth intense focus, determination, and outside practice time.  During rehearsal time you need to be on task and give it everything you’ve got (even when you are not playing!).
A standard Jazz Band consists of 4 trumpets, 4 trombones, 2 alto saxes, 2 tenor saxes, one bari sax, and a rhythm section involving percussionists, basses, guitars, and a pianist.  This rhythm section cannot be overly big in size.  This class is considered an advanced performing group so auditions may be required in order to remain a jazz band setup.  This is factored by the instrument needs of the band, level & experience of the musicians, and integrity/reliability of the student.

Class expectations

1. Show up everyday on time prepared and ready to play

2. Practice music at home at least 1 hour a week
3. Perform in all concerts and at least 80 percent of the Home Varsity Boys Basketball Games

4. Ensure that your instrument is in good repair and well taken care of
5. Complete various in-class assignments
6. Clean up the band room after each rehearsal

Supplies Needed


Instrument (including valve oil, sticks, mallets, reeds, mutes, etc.)

Music being worked on with your music folder

Pencil (Do not write on your music in pen!)


Paper

(Remember: The difference between a good musician and a professional musician is a pencil.)
Grading


Performances are worth 40 percent of your grade


Participation in class is worth 40 percent of your grade


Other assignments are worth 20 percent of your grade

Concerts are worth 100 points each.  Each day that you are on time, prepared, and 

actively participate you will get 5 points (about 100 points per term).  Performing with the pep band for basketball games is worth 25 points each (150).  Occasionally there will be other assignments or pass off requirements for additional points.

Extra Credit

Extra credit is available, but it is extra, not in place of.  If you are interested in receiving extra credit and have kept up to date with your assignments and duties, please come see me and we can work something out.

Fees

Class fees are $10/semester or $20 for the year.  Instrument rental is $15/semester, and there is a one time transportation fee of $35.  These fees are due September 13th.  Pay the class and instrument rental fee to the band account and pay the transportation fee to the transportation account in the bookstore and bring me a receipt.  If you are a fee waiver student, it is up to you to see Mrs. Layton in the bookstore and bring me a receipt saying that you have taken care of these.

Late Work

Late work is highly discouraged, but accepted.  You will receive a deduction in grade for turning something in late.  But better late than never so get it in!!!

Instruments

It is preferred that you have your own instrument.  These can be purchased or rented from a number of sources (including Music Village on Riverdale Rd).  Your instrument quality and sound quality will be much better if you are able to have your own instrument.  If you are absolutely unable to do this, the school does have a small supply of instruments available for rental.
